After Jesus returned to His Father, He sent the Holy Spirit to the Apostles on Pentecost. 

The Pope is the successor of Peter and the visible head of the Church on Earth. 

Priests and deacons are the Church's ordained leaders.

Jesus is the mediator between God and people.

First 6 seasons in the Liturgical calendar in order are: Advent, Christmas, Ordinary Time, Lent, Easter Triduum, and Easter.

The Liturgical year begins on the first Sunday of Advent.

Advent is when we prepare to celebrate Christ’s coming at Christmas.

Lent is when we prepare to celebrate Jesus rising from the dead on Easter.  

Lent begins on Ash Wednesday and ends with the celebration of the Lords Supper on Holy Thursday.

Jesus gave us the gift of Himself in the sacrament of the Eucharist on the night before He died.

Good Friday is the day that Jesus was crucified. 

Holy Thursday, Good Friday and Holy Saturday are the days we call the  Easter Triduum.

Pentecost is 50 days after Easter.  It is called the birthday of the church when the Holy Spirit first came to us.

The cross is the most widely used Christian symbol.

The word Bible means library. The Bible contains 73 books.

The Bible is divided into the Old Testament and the New Testament.

The Old Testament is also called the Hebrew Scriptures. 

The Bible was written by many human authors under the guidance of the Holy Spirit.  

Many different types of literary forms were used in the writing of the Bible.

An Epistle is a letter in the New Testament.

The Gospels are an announcement of good news about Jesus.  

The Gospels were written by Matthew, Mark, Luke and John.

The Gospels are found in the New Testament.

A Parable a story Jesus told to teach us a lesson.

Prayer is talking and listening to God.  

The Mass is divided into two parts, the Liturgy of the Word and the Liturgy of the 

Eucharist.
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
