VOCABULARY WORDS

Faith 

Gift from God that allows us to believe in him even when we don’t understand how something happens/happened.  Some examples are when Jesus rose from the dead, and at mass when the bread and wine become the body and blood of Jesus.

Miracle 
an extraordinary event that is beyond human power and brought about by God.

Canonize 
When a person is recognized for being a holy person during their life.

Saint 

A holy person who has been canonized by the church.

Last Supper 
The Passover meal that Jesus shared with his disciples on the night before he died.  The first mass.

The Bible was written by many human authors under the guidance of the Holy Spirit. 

The Bible is divided into the Old Testament and the New Testament.

The Old Testament is also called the Hebrew Scriptures.

 The New Testament is a record of Jesus’ life on earth.

The word Gospel means the “Good News” about Jesus. 

The Gospel writers are Matthew, Mark, Luke and John. 

In the Bible, a covenant is a special agreement made between God and His people.

The Liturgical Year in order are:  Advent, Christmas, Ordinary Time, Lent, Easter Triduum, Easter, Ordinary Time.


Advent – A time to prepare for Christ’s coming at Christmas.


Christmas – celebration of Christ’s birth.


Ordinary Time – the usual time of the Church.  Sundays are counted.


Lent – 40 days when we prepare to celebrate Easter.


Triduum – means “three days”.

Easter Triduum –    The 3 days that proclaim the Paschal Mystery.

Holy Saturday – time to prepare for Easter.  Easter vigil.

Good Friday is the only day during the year when no mass is celebrated.


        
Easter – celebration of Jesus’ rising from the dead.  Holiest day of the church year.



Pentecost – 50 days after Easter.  Birthday of the church when the Holy Spirit first
