	A time to prepare for Christ’s coming at Christmas

	Christmas
	Celebration of Christ’s birth.



	Ordinary Time
	The usual time of the Church.  Sundays are counted.

	Lent
	40 days when we prepare to celebrate Easter.



	Triduum
	Means “three days”.



	Easter Triduum
	The 3 days that proclaim the Paschal Mystery.

  a. Holy Thursday – last supper – 1st mass

    b. Good Friday – suffering and death on the cross

    c.  Holy Saturday – time to prepare for Easter.  Easter vigil.



	Good Friday
	Is the only day during the year when no mass is celebrated, the day Jesus died.



	Easter
	Celebration of Jesus’ rising from the dead.  Holiest day of the church year.



	Pentecost
	50 days after Easter.  Birthday of the church when the Holy Spirit 

Came to us.

	Liturgy
	Prayer by people when they worship God and honor Saints.



	Liturgical
	Any church practice such as hymns, prayers and services

	Liturgical Calendar
	Shows the seasons of the church year.



	Ritual
	A set way of doing something



	Liturgical Ritual
	The book that contains all the ceremonies that the ministers of the church perform

	Ministers of the Church
	Pope, Bishop, priests, deacons, Extraordinary Ministers, altar 

servers

	Chrism
	A mixture of olive oil and balm used in the sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation and Holy Orders

	Symbols used for the Holy Spirit
	Wind, fire and dove

	Confirmation
	Can be received only once because the sacrament leaves an indelible mark on our soul
