Prayer is talking and listening to God.

SEVEN GIFTS OF THE HOLY SPIRIT

wisdom, understanding, knowledge, counsel, fortitude, piety and fear of the Lord

Confirmation completes Baptism and can only be received once.

Confirmation and Baptism both imprint a spiritual mark or character on our soul.

The Holy Spirit gives us the strength to go out and be a witness or disciple of Jesus Christ.

The symbols of the Holy Spirit are wind, fire and dove.

The usual minister of confirmation is the bishop but he can designate someone else to confirm.

In Baptism our parents and godparents said  “yes” to God for us.  Now in confirmation we say “yes” ourselves to God promising him we will continue to be faithful catholics.  We make this promise when we renew our baptismal promises.  We then state this is our faith.  This is the faith of our church. We are proud to profess it in Christ Jesus our Lord.

The first part of the Confirmation Rite is when the pastor presents – introduces, the candidates to the bishop.

The Holy Spirit comes to you when the Bishop anoints you by tracing a sign of the cross on your forehead.  He then lays his hand on your forehead and says the words “’Name’ be sealed with the Holy Spirit” and you respond “Amen”

The Bishop then says “Peace be with you” and you respond by saying 

 “And also with you.

Candidate


A person preparing to receive a sacrament

Confirmandi


A person who is ready to receive the sacrament of confirmation

Disciple/Witness

A person who speaks and acts the way Jesus did when he was on Earth

Apostle



The first 12 men Jesus picked to help him spread the word of God to others.

Pentecost


The day the Holy Spirit first came to the Apostles.

Grace



A gift from God which helps us to live as God wants us to.

Baptismal Promises

Saying that you believe all the statements of faith written in the Apostles Creed and promise to follow, them.

Sponsor


A catholic who has received all the sacraments of initiation and who has promised to help the candidate to grow in their faith.

Rite or Ritual


A set way of doing something

Character or Mark

Permanent imprint on our soul that shows we have been sealed with the Holy Spirit.

Chrism



A mixture of olive oil and balm (a perfume).  It is used in the sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation, and Holy Orders.  Blessed by the Bishop during Holy Week.

Laying of Hands

When the Bishop or priest raises both arms in front of him and says a prayer, the power of the Holy Spirit passes through him to you.

Bishop


The person in charge of a diocese.  The usual minister of Confirmation.
